It 
earned LEED Gold-CI certification in 2008. The 53,000 sq. ft. tenant 
improvement occupies the second level of a multi-story retail center 
with two public entrances and structured parking overhead.  This  
project incorporated many new design and equipment strategies to  
significantly improve their energy and water efficiency and to  
maximize the use of sustainably manufactured and installed  
finishes.  Apart from offering our full range of design, documentation, 
and construction administration services, our services included  
evaluation of and making changes to their operations procedures to 
minimize the ecological footprint of the store and stewarding the  
project through the LEED certification process.   
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
